A BILL FOR AN ACT relating to highways; to amend section 39-220, Revised
Statutes Supplement, 2017; to change provisions relating to permits for
advertisements along the Highway Beautification Control System; to
eliminate a fee; to change provisions relating to the Department of
Transportation's authority to make rules and regulations concerning signs
along highways; and to repeal the original section.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. Section 39-220, Revised Statutes Supplement, 2017, is amended
to read:

39-220 The Department of Transportation may at its discretion require
permits for advertising signs, displays, or devices which are placed or allowed
to ex1st along or upon the Highway Beautification Control System any—interstate

or which are at any point visible from the main-traveled way
of the Highway Beautification Control System, except for on-premise signs,
displays, and devices, as defined in the department's rules and regqulations,
for advertising activities conducted on the property on which the sign,
display, or dev1ce is located s&gns—leea%ed—wi%hiH—an—a#ea—eﬁ—ﬁ&f%y—ﬁee%—eﬁ—any
i Such permits shall be
renewed biennially. Each sign shall bear on the side facing the highway the
permit number in a readily observable place for inspection purposes from the
highway right-of- way .

promulgate rules and regulatlons to 1mplement and admlnlster es%abl&sh&ng——and

farm—and—ranch—direectional—signs. The department may revoke the permit for

noncompliance reasons and remove the sign if, after thirty days' notification
to the sign owner, the sign remains in noncompliance. Printed sale bills not
exceeding two hundred sixteen square inches in size shall not require a permit
if otherwise conforming.
