LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 403

Introduced by DeBoer, 10; Fredrickson, 20.

PURPOSE: The purpose of this resolution is to propose an interim study to
examine telecommunications and issues discussed during the hearing on
Legislative Bill 1256, introduced in the One Hundred Eighth Legislature, Second
Session. This study shall include, but need not be limited to, an examination
of the following:

(1) Information sharing, including, but not be limited to, the sharing of
proprietary information with the Public Service Commission during outages of
911 services;

(2) State oversight over communication service providers as it relates to
911 services;

(3) State and federal regulations as they relate to outages of 911
services to find areas for improvement; and

(4) Any other issues as they relate to outages of 911 services in
Nebraska.

NOwW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED EIGHTH
LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, SECOND SESSION:

1. That the Transportation and Telecommunications Committee of the
Legislature shall be designated to conduct an interim study to carry out the
purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of its study make a report
of its findings, together with its recommendations, to the Legislative Council

or Legislature.
