AN ACT to amend section 18-1910, Beissue Bevised Statutes
of Nebraska, 1943, relating to «cities and
villages, all; to require compliance with
plurbing codes and licensing as prescribed; to
provide an exception; and to repeal the
original section.

Be it enacted bty the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 18-1910, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read as
follows:

18-1910. It shall be unlawful for any person to
do any plumbing in any such city or village, or within
the area of the zoning jurisdiction outside the corporate
limits of cities of the metropolitan class, vhich has
established a plumbing board of-—this--state unless he
holds a proper license. It sball be unlawful for apny
person_to make any coppection to water mains _extended
frop withip and beyond the zomipg jurisdiction of a _cjity
of _the metrorolitan _class _which bhas _estatlished _ a
plymbing board, unless he complies _with the applicalble
plumbing codes of _the metropolitan city _and bolds _a
proper_license as regquired thereby: Provided. that the
requiresents of this section shall pot apply to emgployees
of the water utility acting within the scope of their
employment.

Sec. 2. That original section 18-1910, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, is repealed.
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
