AN ACT relating to separate juvenile courts; to create a
nevw judge for the separate juvenile court in
counties having a population of more than tvo
hundred thousand inhabitants; to provide for
the presiding judge; and to provide for the
appointment of the additional judge as
prescrihbed.

Be it enacted ty the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. 1In each county of this state having a
population of fifty thousand and not more than two
hundred thousand population in which a separate Jjuvenile
court has been established, there shall be one Jjudge of
the separate juvenile court, and in each county of this
state having more than two hundred thousand population in
which a separate juvenile court has been established,
there shall be two judges of the separate juvenile court.
In counties having two judges of the separate Jjuvenile
court, the senior judge shall be the presiding judge.

Sec. 2. The Governor shall, on the effective
date of this act, appoint a separate juvenile judge to
fill the vacancy by the creation of an additional judge
for the separate juvenile court in counties having a
population of more than two hundred thousand inhabitants.
Such appointment shall be made as provided by the
provisions of Chapter 24, article 8, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Nekraska, 1943, and amendments thereto.
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
