AN ACT to amend secticns 23-322, 23-324,01, and
2 3eRI2N R 105 Reissue Revised Statutes of
Netraska, 1943, relating tc county jovernuwent
and officers; to provide for a jpurchasingyg
agent in counties havinyg one hundred fifty
thousand inhatitants; to prescrike duties of
the county clerk in such counties; to change
provisions relating to competitive kidding as
prescrikted; and to repeal the original
sections.

Be it enacted Lty the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. 1hat section 23-322, Reissue Rcvised
Statutes of helkraska, 1443, te amended to read as
faollows:

23-322. It shall bte the duty ot tke county
clerk, in all counties having a population of +twe one
hundred fifty thousand or more inhakitants, on ¢r tofcie
Cecemker 1, annually, tc prepare separate estirates ot
the supplies, rmaterials, equipment and machinery required
for the use of the county officers during tke coming
year, which bty law are not required tc te furnished by
the state, and, in order to properly estirate the amounts
of supplies, materials, equipment and machinery tc te
needed by the couunty government, the county «clerk shall
keep a perpetual inventory of all personal prorerty of
the county.

Sec. Z. 1hat section 23-324.01, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Netkraska, 1943, te amended to read as
follows:

23-324.01. The county toard, in counties having
a population of more than 4we opne hundred fifty thousand
inhabitants shall employ a competent person as purchasing
agent, who shall not be a county ufficer of said ccunty.
BAll purchases wade from appropriated funds of the _county
shall_ be pade throuagh the rurchasing agept. The ccunty
board shall pay said agent for such services such sur as
shall te agreed upon at the time of said employrent. The
person so employed and designated shall serve at the
pleasure of the county toard and give tond to the county
in such amount as said county toard shall prescrite,
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Sec. 3. That section 23-324.05, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, te amended to read as
follows:

23-324.05. All purchases of and coptracts fort
supplies, materials, equigwent and contractual services,
and all sales ot such personal property which hds LEecome
otsolete and unusable shall te hased, whcrever feasitle,
on competitive tids. If the armount oOf expenditure or
sale is estimated to exceed one five thcusand dcllars,
sealed bids shall, unless otherwise provided in this act,
te solicited ty puklic notice inserted at least one time
in a legal newspaper of general circulaticn in the county
at least five calendar days Ltefore final date ot
suktmitting bids. The county purchasing agent stall alsc
solicit sealed bLids Lty sending reguests Lty mail to
prospective suppliers and bty posting notice on a gutlic
tulletin toard in his otfice. Competitive kidding__shall
not_be required in_purchasipy_ _upigue__gL__noDccmEetitive
articles or ip _contracting _for _professional _ seryices.
Purchases_and contracts_invelvipa_tpe expenditure of less
thap five thousand dollars pay ke _pade _sithcur _calling

for_forpal sealed Ebids, but at least three inforpal _tids
shall e secured and recorded if practicalle. The Lids
so invited shall in all cases ke tased on tne standard
specifications adopted under the provisions of this act.
All open market orders or contracts, made ty the <ccudty
purchasing agent or by any county departrent or 2jency,
shall te awarded to the lowest and best tidder, taking
into consideration the quality of the material ordered,
their contormity with the specificationsg, their
suitability to the requirements of the county jovernment
and the delivery terms. Any or all bids may te rejected.
If all hids received on a pending contract are fcr the
same unit price or total amount, and shall appear to te
so as the result of collusion tetween the tidders, the
county purchasing agent shall have authority to reject
all bids and to purchase the supplies, wmaterials, cor
equipment or contractual services 1in the ogen rarket;
Provided, the price paid in the open market shall not
exceed the hid price. Each bid, with the name cf Fridder,
shall bte entered on a record, and each record, with the
successful tidder indicated thereon, shall, after the

award or contract, Lte open to putlic inspection;
Provided, all lettings on such fbids shall te jpuklic and
shall te conducted as provided in section 73-101, All
contracts shall be approved as to form FEky the ccunty

attorney and a copy of each lony-term contract shall be
filed with the county clerk of the county. Le. _GRBRLY
