Ee it enacted ty the peoprle of the State cf Netraska,

Segtiaon. 1. That section 84-201.C1, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended tc read as
follows:

84-201.C1. Until the first Thursday after the
first Tuesday in January, 4994 13975, there shall be paid
as csalary to the Attorney General, the sum cf sixteen
twenty-four thcusand dcllars. Comrencing the first
Thursday after the first Tuesday in January, 4974 1975,
there shall te raid as salary to the Attorrey General,
the sum of twenty-four thirty-two thousand five__hundred

dollars. The salary cf the Attorney General shall te
payakle in equal ronthly installrents.

Sec. 2. That section 84-206, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Nektraska, 1943, be amended tc read as
fcllows:

84-206. The Attorney General shall appoint a
deputy attcrney general, who shall give tond to the State
of Nekraska in the sum of five thousand dcllars, with
gcod and sufficient sureties to fte approved by the
Governor. The bcnd, together with a copy of the
appointrent, shall ke deposited in the ocffice of the
Secretary of State. Thc deputy may do and ©perfcrw, in
the aksence of the Attorney General, all the acts and
duties that may Lte authorized and required to be
performed tky the Attorney General. The Attorney General
shall ke respcrsikle for all acts of said deputy. The
deputy shall receive a salary of such amount as shall be
fixed by the Attorney General, to te paid on a monthly
tasis by warrant of the Director c¢f Adrinistrative
Services cn the State Treasurer;

sec. 3. That section 84-721, Reissue Revised
Statutes of VNetraska, 1943, ke amended to read as
follows:

84-721. Until the first Thursday after the first
Tuesday in January, 4974 1975, there shall Le paid as
salaries to certain constitutional officers, as follows:
Secretary of State, the sum of <¢weive sixteep thousand
five--hundred dcllars per annum; Auditor of Public
Accounts, the sum cf twelve sixteen thousand five-hundred
dcllars per anrnum; State Treasurer, the sur of <twelve
fifteen thousand five-hundred dollars per annum; and the
Lieutenant Governor, the sum of s%x seven thousand five
hundred dollars per annum. From and after the first
Thursday after the first Tuesday in January, 4934 1935,
there shall ke paid as salaries to certain constitutional
officers, as follows: Secretary of State, the sum of
=ixteen twenty-five thousand dollars per annum; Auditor
of Putlic Accounts, the sum of sixteen twenty-five
thousand dollars per annum; State Treasurer, the sum of
fifteen twenty-five thousand dollars per annum; and the

Lieutenant Gecverncr, the sum of seven twenty-five

thousand five-hundred dollars per annum. Such salaries
shall be payatle in equal monthly installrments.
