AN ACT to arend sections 23-343.C1 and 23-343.14, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Netraska, 15413, and
sections 23-343.92 and 23-343.1C0, Fevised
Statutes Supplement, 1972, relatirg tc
hospitals; to provide that certain county
toards may act as Ltoards of trustees for
certain facilities; to change the interest
rate on certain warrants; to specify revenue
sources fcr paysent cf tonds; to repeal the
original sections; and tc declare an
ezergency.

Be it enacted Lty the people of the State cf Netraska,

Section 1. That section 23-343.01, Rcissue
Revised Statutes of Netraska, 1943, te amended tc read as
fcllows:

23-343.01. {1) When a county with a fopulation
of thirty-six hundred or more and less than twc hundred
thousand inbakitants or with an assessed valuation of all
taxable real and personal property, excluding intangikle
property, of ten million dcllars or more, shall estatlish
such facility or facilities as provided Ly section
23-343, the county toard of the ccunty shall proceed at
once to appoint a koard of trustees. Such toard shall
consist of three or five merters, as fixed ty thke county
toard. All menmters of such toard shall te residents of
said county. When such koard is first estaklisned, one
mesber shall te appointed for a term of two years, cne
for four years, and one for six years froE the date they
are appointed, if the county toard provides fcr a three
pester toard. Ctherwise one additional merter shall te
appointed for four years and one for six years. When the
toard is changed to a five mester toard, the three
pesters who are serving as such trustees at the tire cf a
change from a three memkter to a five member Foard shall
each complete his respective term of office. The twc
additional memters shall te aprointed Lty the ccunty
toard, one for a term of four years and ore fcr a terr of
six years. Thereafter, as their teros expire, wmerters
shall ke agppointed for a term of six years.

(2) Not over one memter of sajid Locard of trusteec
shall Le from the city in which such facility or
facilities are located. If such facility or facilities
are located cutside of the ccrporate limits cf 3 city,
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nct more than cne mester shall Lte appointed frcr the
precinct in which such facility or facilities are
located. The said trustees shall, within ten days after
their arpcintment, qualify ky taking the cath «<cf «ccunty
cfficers and ty furnishing a tcnd in ar arourt tc te
fixed bty the ccunty Loard. They shall organize as a
toard of trustees ty the electicn of one of their nurter
as chairman and cne as secretary. The «ccunty treacurer
of the county in which such facility or facilities are
located shall te the treasurer of the tcard of trustees.
He shall receive and pay out all the wmcney under the
control of said toard as ordered ry it tut shall receive
no compencation frecm such toard.

(3) Wwhen a memler or trustee is alsent from three
consecutive kcard wreetings either reqular or sgecial
without teing excused ty the reraining nrerlters c¢f the
tcard, his office shall fteconre vacant, and a new &pmerter
shall ke appointed ty the county toard tc £ill the
vacancy fcr the unexpired term of such reskter as rrovided
ky =ecticn 23-343.09. Such vacancy shall teccme
eftective when the county koard shall find that there is
such a vacancy or shall till the same as provided in this
sulsectinn.

Sec. 2. That section 23-343.14, Heissue Revicsed
Statutes of Nekraska, 1943, re amended to read as
fcllows:

23-343.14. B8l1 claims against such facility cr
facilities as provided ty section 23-343, ray ke paid ty
warrants, duly drawn cn the treasurer of such facility or
facilities, signed ky the superintendent and
countersigned ty the chairrman and secretary of the Loard
of trustees., whern such warrants have Leen issued and
delivered, they may te presented to the treasurer cf such
facility or tacilities, and, 1if such e the fact,
endorsed nct paid for want cf funds. Such warrants shall
e registered Lty the treasurer of such facility ot
facilities in the order of presentation. They shall draw
interest at the a rate of pot tc _exceed sever t[er cent

per annum from the date of registration therecof. 811

Sec. 3. That sectiaon 23-343.92, Revised
Statutes Supplerent, 1972, be amended tc read as fcllgouws:

23-343.9z. Fach hcspital authcrity skall have
and exercise the fcllowing powers:

(1) 1o have gpetpetual succession as a tody
politic and ccrporate; Erovided, that any ccurty tcard
having declared a hcspital autherity tc ke a putlic
corporation and kody politic of this state shall, upcn a
showing duly rade and with appropriate nctice given to
the Secretary of State, Lut not sooner than ugcn
expiration of a period of two years fror and after the
date upon which the record relating to formaticn cf such
hospital authority was filed with the Secretary of State
pursvant to section 23-343.85, enter an crder dissclving
any hospital authority which does nct then have under
construction, own, lease as lessee or as lesscr, ot
operate a hcspital;

(2) 1o have and use a corporate seal and alter it
at pleasure;

{3) To sue and ke sued in all ccurts ard ©places
and in all actions and proceedings whatever;

(4) Tc purchase, receive, have, take, hcld, lease
as lessee, use, and enjcy Eproperty of every kind and
description within the limits of the aytkcrity, and to
control, dispose of, sell for a norinal ctT cther
consideration, convey, and encumkter the same and create a
leasehold interest inm the sare, as lessor, with any
nonprofit person, firm, partnershigp, asscciaticno ¢34
corporation, other than a county, city or village ir this
state, for the tenefit of the authority:

(5) To adeinister any trust declared or created
for hospitals of the authority. and receive kv gift,
devise, or tequest and hcld in trust or ctherwise,
Froperty situated in this state cr elsewhere, and where
nct othervise provided, dispose ct the sare fcr the
tenefit of such hcspitals;

{6) Ic employ legal counsel to advise the Loard
of trustees in all matters pertaining to the tusiness ot
the authority, and tc perform such functicns ir resgect
to the legal affairs of the authcrity as tne tocard ray
direct;

(7) Tc engloy such technical exgerts, and such
officers, agents and erployees, permanent and terporary,
as it may require, ard to deterrine their qualifications,
duties and compensation, such technical eXfperts,
ofticers, agents and erployees to hold their offices or
fositions at the pleasure of the koard;

(8) To delegate to one or rore of its agents or
employees such powers and duties as it deens LIcger;

() Tc do any and all things which an individual
right do which are necessary for and to the advantage of
a bcspital;

(10) Tc fpurchase, construct, estaklish, or
ctherwise acquire and to improve, alter, maintain and
Operate one cr &rmore hcspitals =cituated within the

territorial limits of the authcrity. The term hcspital
as used in sections 23-343.74 to 23-343.120 shall gean
and include, except as used in section 23-343.95, any
structure or structures suitatle for use as a hesgital,
nursing horme, clinic, or other health care facility,
laktoratory, laundry, nurses' or interns' residences and
dormitories, adsinistration tuildings, Iesearch
facilities, and maintenance, storage cr utility
facilities and other structures or facilities Leasonakly
related theretc or reguired or useful for the oferation
thereof, includirg rarking and other facilities or
structures essential or convenient for the crderly
Oferation thereof and shall also include turniture,
instruments, equipment and machinery and other =similar
iters necessary or convenient for the operaticns therecf,
apd._any bospital _authority _wbich _bas__estaklished _or
gcquired a__bcspital _may _alsg _puIchase, _copstIuct _or
Qtherwise _acauire _and _isprove, _alter, _paintain, _and
QEeLate all types of ancillary care facilities, including
Iebatilitation, recreational, and research facilities for
childrep, addicted rpersons, _disatled _individuals, _apd
elderly _ _persops. __includipg___toth___izesidential __and
gutpatient_core_and apcillary facilities for_ _phbysiciabs,

(11) 7To enter into contracts and cther agreesents
for the turchase, construction, estatlishment,
acquisition, wanagement, operation and maintenance of any
hosgital or any part thereof upon such teres and
conditions and for such fperiods of tipe as its Loard of
trustees may detersine;
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{12) To do any and all other acts ard things
necessary tc carry out the ©provisions ot secticns
23-343.74 to 23-343.120, including the pcwer tc Ltcrrow
goney on its tonds, nctes, deltentures, or other evidences
of indettedness and to secure the same Ly Fledges cf its
revenye in the manner and to the extent rrcvided in
sections 23-343.74 to 23-343.120, and to fund cr refund
the same; and

{13) To acquire, raintain, and operate amtulances
or artulance services within and withcut the authcrity.

Sec. 4. That =sectiaon 23-343.100, kevised
Statutes Suprplement, 197z, be amended to read as fcllcws:

23-343.100. 1The principal and interest cn such
tonds shall te payatle exclusively from the income and
revenue of the tacilities Furchased, constructed,
altered, renovated, rerodeled, furnished ard equipgped
vith the fproceeds of such tonds or with such Frcceeds
together with the proceeds of a grant fror the federal
government to aid in financing, furnishing or equipging
thereof; pProvided, that an authority smay, in its
discretion, alsc rpledge to the payrent of the Frincigal
and interest on any such tonds all or any part ct the
income and revenue derived fror the operation of any or
all of the other facilities then ee--at--any--~time
thereafter owned or operated ty it; and_rzovided further,
that an authority may in its discretion, alsc exfressly
provide that any such tonds shall te general otligaticns
of the authority payakle out of any revenue, incerne,
receipts, prctits, or other =money cr furds of the
authority derived frop any scurce whatscever. Such tonds
Bay te additionally secured ry a trust indenture.

Sec. 5. That original =sections 23-343.C1 and
23-343,14, Reissue Revised Statutes of MNelkraska, 1843,
and secticns 23-343.92 and 23-343.10C, Revised Statutes
Sugplesent, 1972, are repealed.

Sec., 6. Since an erergency exists, this act

shall ke in full force and take effect, from and after
its passage and apgraval, acceording to law,
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
