AN ACT to amend <csection 7%-1303, Revised Statutes
Supplement, 1973, relating to motar carriers;
to exempt gavernmental subdivisions when

engajed in the transportation cf persons sixty

years of age and older, their <spouses and

dependents, and the handicapped; tc regeal the

original section; and to declare an emerygency.
Be it enacted Ly the people of the State cf Nekraska,

Section 1. That section 75-303, Revised Statutes
Surplement, 1973, be amended to read as fcllows:

75-303. The provisions of sections 75-301 to
75-322.01 shall apgply to the transportaticn of passengers
o1 property ty motor carriers for hire engaged in
intrastate comrmerce except:

(1) A motaer carrier for hire engaged in the
transportation of schoal children and teachers to and
from school;

{2) A motor carrier for  hire oprerated in
connection with a part of a streetcar system;

(3) A rotcr carrier for hire engaged in the
transportation of newspapers under a contract with the
putlisher or a distritutor thereot if no other rrogerty
or person is keinqg transported tor hire on the same 1load
with such newsgapers;

(4) The operation of any motor carrier owned in
any city or wvillaye of this =state engaged in the
transportation of property within such city or village or
within a radius ot five miles teyond the corporate limits
thereof;

() To ranch, dairy, or farm products, 1ncluding
livestock, keiny transported ty motor vehicle from or to
any ranch, dairy, tarm, feedlat or any market;

{6) To supplies or mercnandise teiny tiransported
bty motor vehicle from or to any ranch, dairy, teedlot or
farm for use thereon when orijinating at cr destined to a
neijhboring trading jpouint or points;
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(7) To amtulances or their owners or to hearses,
or to automoktiles used exclusively as an incident to
conducting a funeral;

(¢) 1o motor vehicles cwned and operated Lty any
industrial, processing or manufacturing plant when wused
ty such plant in the transportation of raw materials and
sugpplies to its plant or plants, or in the delivery of
its products, supplies, or raw materials to turchasers
thercof, when not for hire;

(9) 1o star route carriers enrployed Lty the
post-office department of the United States while
operating a motor vehicle not exceediny one half ton
manufacturer's rated capacity on their regular routes;

(10) To wrecked or disabled rotor vehicles Leing
transported ky winch or tow truck;

{11) To a motor carrier exempt bty the (frovisions
of subdivision (1) of this section who hauls tor hire,
{a) persons of a religicus, fraternal, educational, orC
charitatle organization, (b) rupils of a school to
athletic events, and {c) &players of American Legion
tasetall teams when the point ot origin or termination is
within five miles of the domicile of the carrier:

(12) To motor vehicles, cwned and operated bty
farmers or ranchers, when hauling gravel or other road
tuilding raterial by agreesent with the county Ftoard of
the county in which their farrs or ranches are situated
for use upon the public roads within such county, and
where the compensaticn for the use of such motor vehicles
shall not exceed the reimtursement for the motor vehicle
fuel used during such hauling;

(13) A motor <carrier operated Lty a c¢ity and
engaged in the transportation of passengers and such
exempt operations shall be no Eroader than those
authorized in intrastate commerce at the time tle city or
other political subkdivision assured ownershair of the
operation;

{14) Motor vehicles owned and operated ky a
nonprofit organization which has keen exempted frcm the
payment of federal income taxes, as proviaed Ly section
501 (c) (4), Internal Revenue Code of 1954, or_ _Lky _any
governgpental _subdiyision__of _this state, transporting
salely those persons over aje sixty, thaose jtersons who
are spouses and dependents of persons over aye :ixty, and
the handicapped; from---—areas----withent----putizre
transpertetions and
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(19) A motor carrier engaged in the
transportation of fpassengers operated ty a transit
authority created under and acting pursuant to the laws
of the State of Neltraska.

Sec. 2. That original section 75-303, Revised
Statutes Supplement, 1973, is repealed.

Sec. 3. Since an emergency exists, this act
shall te in full force and take effect, from and after
its passage and approval, according to law.
