LEGISLATIVE BILL 122

AN ACT to amend sections 23-1721, 23-1722, and 23-1732,
Revised Statutes Supplement, 1976, relating to
counties; to provide that counties having a
population of forty thousand or more shall be
under the sheritt's merit system; and to
repeal the original sections.

Be it enacted by the people ot the State ot Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 23-1121, Revised
Statutes Supplement, 1976, be amended to read as tollows:

23-1721. The purpose ot sections 23-1721 to
23-1737 is to guarantee to all citizens a tair and egqual
opportunity for public service in the ottice ot the
county sheriff in counties having a population of sixty
forty thousand inhabitants or more, to establish
conditions of service which will attract otfficers and
enployees of character and capacity, and to increase the
efticiency of the county sheritt's ottice by the
establishment of a merit systenm.

Ssec. 2. That section 23-1722, Revised Statutes
Supplement, 1976, be amended to read as follows:

23-1722. 1In any county having a population ot
sixty forty thousand inhabitants or more, there shall be
a sheriff's oftice merit commission.

Sec. 3. That section 23-1732, Revised Statutes
Supplement, 1976, be amended to read as follows:

231138 (1) All deputy sherifts in active
employment on January 1, 1970, 1in counties of three
hundred thousand inhabitants or more and on January 1,
1973, in counties having a population ot more than one
hundred fifty thousand but less than three hundred
thousand, and who shall have been such tor more than two
years immediately prior thereto, shall hold their
positions without examinations until discharged, reduced,
promoted, or transferred in accordance with the
provisions of sections 23-1721 to 23-1737.

{2) all deputy sherifts in active employment on
January 1, 1975, in counties having a population ot more
than sixty thousand but not more than one hundred ftitty
thousand, and who shall have been deputy sheritts tor
more than two years immediately prior thereto, or who
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shall have been certified by the Nebraska Lawv Entorcement
Training Centery and who shall have received a
certificate of completion shall hold their positions
without examinations until discharged, reduced, promoted,
or transferred in accordance with the provisions ot
sections 23-1721 to 23-1737.

{3) All deputy sheriffs_in_active_ _employment__on
January 1, 1977, in_counties_having a_population_of torty
thousand_but not_more_than sixty thousand, and who__shall
have__been__deputy sheriffs _for_ _more _than__two__years
jmmediately _prior_ _thereto, or _who _shall _have been
certified by the Nebraska_ Law_Enforcement Training_Center
and_who_shall have received a_certificate _of completion
shall hold their _positions__without examinations _upntil

{4) All deputy sheriffs who shall have been so
employed for more than six months and less than two years
on such date, shall be required to take gqualitying
examinations and all such deputy sheritts who shall have
been so employed for less than six months on such date,
shall be required to take competitive examinations.

23-1722, and 23-1732, BRevised Statutes Supplement, 1976,
are repealed.
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
