AN ACT to amend section 44-1620.01, Revised Statutes
Supplement, 1977, as amended by section 1,
Legislative Bill 771, Eighty-fifth
Legislature, Second Session, 1978, relating to
group insurance; to change state contributions
as prescribed; to provide an operative date;
to repeal the original section, and also
sections 44-1620.02 to 44-1620.05, Revised
Statutes Supplement, 1977; and to declare an
emergency.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 44-1620.01, Revised
Statutes Supplement, 1977, as amended by section 1,
Legislative Bill 771, Eighty-fifth Legislature, Second
Session, 1978, be amended to read as follows:

44-1620.01. 1In order to provide state employees
who are subject to sections 44-1620 to 44-1632, with an
adeqiiate health insurance program, the state shall
contribute the following sums from the various funds
toward payment of a health insurance plan which may
include coverage for dependents: For single coverage,
the monthly sum of fifteen seventeen dollars and +wenty
eighty-five cents, for two or four party coverage, the
monthly sum of thirty-nine forty-six dollars and
thirty-one eleven cents, and for family coverage, the
monthly sum of fifety-six sixty-six dollars and
twenty-five nineteen cents. Futi----coverage----of
