LEGISLATIVE BILL 102

AN ACT relating to corporations; to provide alternate
procedure for the domestication and withdraval
of domestication of foreigm corporations; to
make additional designations as corporations;
to amend section 21-608, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943; to repeal the
original section; and to declare an emergency.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 21-608, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read as
follows:

21-608. All state, grand, supreme, or national,
secret, fraternal, benevolent, or charitable orders,
lodges, organizations, societies, or other bodies issuing
charters to and having subordinate or auxiliary orders,
lodges, organizations, societies, or other bodies within
this state which may have been heretofore or may
hereafter bJe regularly established and chartered
therefrom, or thereby, including the following: The
Grand Llodge, Ancient Pree and Accepted Masons; The
Supreme Guardian Council of the International Order of
Job's Daughters; The Grand Chapter of the oOrder of the
Eastern Star, of the State of Nebraska; the Grand Lodge
Independent Order of 0dd Fellows, the Grand Encampment
I.0.0.F.; the Rebekah State Assembly, I.0.0.F.; the
Devartment Council Patriarch Hilitant, T.0:0iF.3 |[The
Farmers' Alliance; Knights of Llabor; The Grand Lodge
Knights of Pythias of Nebraska; Pythian Sisterhood;
Nebraska State Grange; Good Templars; Grand Army of the
Republic; Women's Relief Corps, Department of Nebraska;
Onited Spanish War Veterans, Department of Nebraska; The

America; Telocvicna Jednota Sokol organizations in
Nebraska; International Association of Lions Clubs; the
Veterans of Foreign Wars of the Onited States; Chambers

of Commerce; Junior Chambers of Commerce; O0FA__Senior
Citizen's, Inc.; and Nebraska State Chapter of the P.E.O.
Sisterhood, together with each and every subordinate or
auxiliary lodge, encampment, tribe, company, council,
post, corps, department, society, or other designated
organization or body within this state, under its
properly designated or chartered name as has heretofore
been, or may hereafter be established and chartered
within or for Nebraska by its respective state, grand,
supreme, or national or other governing body, and working
under a charter or charters from 1its respective state,
grand, supreme, or national lodge, organization, or other
governing body, be and the same are hereby made and
declared corporations within the state under the name and
title designated in the respective charters or
constitutions by which name they shall be capable of
suing, and being sued, of pleading and being impleaded in
the several courts of this state, the same as patural
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persons.

Sec. 2. 8. . liseu. of 'voapliance . with . sectios
21-1966, Reissue_ Revised _Statutes of Nebraska, 1943,
celating to the admission of foreign _corporations__to
trapnpsact business in Nebraska, any corporation__organized
under the laws of any other state or states, territory or
territories, which has_heretofore filed, or _which _may
hereafter file, with the Secretary of _State _of this
state, a copy certified by the Secretary of State or
other proper officer of the state, territory, _district,
or__country _under _the laws of which such foreign
cocrporation is_formed, of its _charter or articles_ _of
association or incorporation, together with all
amendments to _such date and the street address _of its
registered office and the name and street address of _its
registered agent in Nebraska, which_street address _shall
be identical, on £ilipg with the Secretary of_ _State _a
certified copy of a resolution adopted by its_ _board _of
directors, including the date the resolution was_adopted,
accepting and agreeing_to be bound by the provisions__of
sections 21-1901 to 21-19,109, Reissue Revised _Statutes
of Nebraska, 1543, with respect to__its vproperty _and
business _operations within the State of Nebraska, shall
become_and be a body corporate of this_state.

Sec: 3. Any foreign _corporation, _which has
domesticated pursuant to section 2 of this act, mav _cease
to be a__domesticated corporation by _filing _with the
Secretary of State a_ certified copy of a resolution
adopted by _its__board of _directors, renoupncing __its
domestication _and _ withdrawing _its_ __acceotance _and
agreement provided for in section 2 of this act.

Sec. 4. If a_ foreign corporation, _which _has
domesticated under_ section 2 of this act, surrenders its
foreign _corporate charter and files, records, and
publishes notice of amended articles of incorporatiom in
the__manner, ‘time, apd bplaces reguired by __sections

21-1928, 21-1929, and 21-1980, Reissue vised Statutes
of Nebraska, 1943, _such corporation shall _thereupon
become _and be_ _a__domestic corporation _organized under

sections 21-1901 to 21-19,109, Reissue Revised _Statutes
of Nebraska, 1943.

Sec. 5. That original section 21-608, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, is repealed.

Sec. 6. _Since_ an__emergency _exists, _this _act
shall be in_full force _and take effect, from and_ _after
its passage_and approval, according to 3 5%
