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BN ACT relating to cities and villages; to amend section
18-132, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska,
1943; to change provisions relating to adoption
of standard codes; and to repeal the original
section.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 18-132, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read as follows:

18-132. The legislative bodies of all cities
and villages are hereby empowered and authorized to adopt
by ordinances the conditions, provisions, limitations, and
terms of a plumbing code, an electrical code, a fire
prevention code, a building code, and any other standard
code which contains rules and regulations printed as a code
in book or pamphlet form, by reference to such code, or
portions therecf, alone, without setting forth in said the
ordinance the conditions, provisions, limitations, and
terms of such code. When any such code, or portion
thereof, shall have been incorporated by reference into
any ordinance, as aforesaid, it shall have the same force
and effect as though it had been spread at large in such
ordinance without further or additional posting or
publication thereof. Not ; Previdedr that met less than
three eepies one copy of such standard code, or portion
thereof, shall khave beerm be filed for use and examination
by the public in the office of the clerk of such city or
village prior to the adoption thereof. The adoption of any
such standard code by reference shall be construed to
incorporate such amendments thereto as may be made therein
from time to time, if the #¥hree eepies copy of such
standard code so filed shall be at all times kept current
in the office of the clerk of such city or village.

Sec. 2. That original section 18-132, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, is repealed.
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
