AN ACT relating to the Nebraska Juvenile Code; to amend
sections 43-2,117 to 43-2,113, Revised Statutes
Supplement, L982; to change provisions relating
to the establishment of separate juvenite courts
as prescribed; to provide jurisdiction for
certain county courts; to harmonize provisions;
and to repeal the original sections.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,
Section 1. That section 43-2,lll, Revised

Statutes Supplement, 1982, be amended to read as follows:
43-2,177. Each county of this state having apopulation of seventv-fi.ve thirty thousand or moreinhabitants shall constltute a separate juvenile courtjudicial district. There shall be established in eactr suchjuvenile court judici.al distrlct of this state a separatejuveni)-e court whenever ttre establj.shment ttrereof shall beauthorized by a majority of the electors of any such county

voting thereon. The court so established shall, be a court
of record.

Sec. 2. That section 43-2,112, Revised Statutes
Supplement, 1982, be amended to read as follows:

43-2,LLz. The questi-on of whether or not there
shall be established a separate juvenile court in any
county traving a populati.on of seventv-five €hirty thousand
or more inhabitants shall be submitted to the qualified
electors of any such county at the first general state
election or at any speclal election held not less than four
months after the fili-nq with the Secretary of State of apetition requesting the establishment of suctr court sig:ned
by electors of such county in a number not less than fiveper cent of the total votes cast for Governor in such
county at the general state election next preceding the
filing of the petj.ti.on. The questj-on shall be submitted to
the qualified electors of the county in the following form:

Shall there be established in . .. County
a separate juvenile court?
...... No

The election shall be conductedT and the ballots
counted and canvassedT by the regular election
conducting the general state election in the
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manner prescribed by law for submi.ssion of special
propositions to the electors.

After a separate juvenile court has been
established, the clerk of the county court shal] forthwith
transfer to the docket of the separate juvenile court aII
pendj.ng matters within the exclusive jurj-sdiction of the
separate juvenile court for consideratlon and dispositj.on
by the judge thereof.

Sec. 3. That section 43-2,1!3, Revised Statutes
Supplement, 1982, be amended to read as follows:

43-2,]-I3. Where a separate juvenile court j-s
established, the county board of the county shall provide
suitable rooms and offices for the accommodati.on of the
judge thereofT and ttre officers and employees appointed by
such judge. such separate juvenile court, the judge
thereof, and the offj.cers and employees of such court shaIl
have the same and exclusive jurj.sdiction, powers, and
duties that are prescribed in sections 43-245 to 43-2,129L
anC concurrent jurisdiction under sectj.ons 83-223 and
83-1loL to 83-I139, and such other jurisdiction, powerg,
and duties as may hereafter be specifically provided by
Iaw, A juvenile court created in a separate juvenile court
judicial district or a county court sitting as a iuvenile
court in al1 other counties shaIl have and exercise
jurisdiction hrithin such juvenile court judicial distrlct
or county court iudicial distri,ct wlth the district court
in aII matters arlsing under the provisions of Chapter 42,
artj.cle 3, when the care, support, custody, or control of
minor children under the age of eighteen years is involved.
Such cases shall be filed in the dj.strict court and may
with the consent of the juvenile judge be transferred to
the docket of the separate juvenj,le court or countv court.

Sec. 4. That original sections 43-2,lll to
43-2,:-13, Revised Statutes Supplement, 1982, are repealed.
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
