Transfers from such
fund mav also be made to thq cgllqra_ Sund at tl€ Cir-e-ctlonqljbelarGl tu dt@
but shall not be Iimited to, county cLerks, investigative
personnel of the Nebraska Motor Vehicle Industry Licensing
Board, and peace cfficers mentioned in sectj-on 39-6,).92.
Such training program shaII be administered by the
department- The departmentr s responslbility for providing
for r-rainj-ng shall begln January 1, 1984. The Director of
Motor Vehicles may util"ize r-he llebraska Law Enforcement
Trai.nrng Center or the assistance of the I\lebraska State
PatroI to accomplish the training requirements of sections
60-118 to 60-128. The department may make expendj.tures
from the fund necessary to implement such training.

Any money in the funci available for lnvestment
shalL be invested by the state investmen! officer pursuant
to sections 72-1237 tc 72-i269.

Sec. 2. That sect.Lon A4-612, Revised Statutes
Supplement, 1984, be amended to read as follows:

84-612. (1) There j"s hereby created within thestate treasury a fund known as the Cash Reserve Fund which
shal] be under the directl.on of the State Treasurer. Thefund shall- onLy be used pursuant to subsections (2) and (4)
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snb6ecti6tr (?) of this section.
(2) The State Treasurer shall transfer funds

from the Cash Reserve Fund to the General Fund upon
certification by the Director of Admj.nistratlve Services
that the current cash balance in the Genera] Eund is
inadequate -uo meet current obLigatlons. Such
certificati-on shaII include the doIIar amount to be
transferred.
