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AN ACT relating to vacancies; to amend sectj-ons 2-3215 and
70-615, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska,
1943; to provide that a vacancy shall exist on
certaj.n boards for specified absences; to
provide for noti.ce and hearing; and to repeal
the original sections.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 2-32L5, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read as follows:

2-3275. A vacancy on the board shall exist in
the event of the death, disability, resignation, or
removal from the district or subdistrict of any director or
the eli.mination or detachment from the
territory in which a director resides.
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otherwise, such vacancy shall be fj.Iled by the board of
directors. The person so appointed nlr6t shall have the
same qualifications as the person whom he or--EEe-succeeds.
Such appointments shall be in writing, for the remainder of
the unexpired term, and until a successor is elected and
guaIifJ.ed. The written appointment shaLl be filed wlth the
Secretary of State.

Sec. 2. That section 7O-6L5, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read as follows:

70-6L5. A vacancy on the board of dj.rectors
shall exist j.n the event of the (1) death. disability, er
removal from the chartered area, or resignation of any
director, (2) removal from the subdi.vislon from which aa*d
such director was elected, (3) elimination or detachment
from the chartered area of the territory in which a
director or directors reside, or (4) expiration of the term
of office of a director and failure to elect a director to
flII such office at the preceding general election
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except in districts having lrrithin their chartered area
twenty-five or more cities and villages, be filled by the
board of directors. In districts having within their
chartered area twenty-flve or more cities and villages,
vacancies shaII be fiIIed by the Governor.

If a vacancy occurs during the term of any
di.rector prior to the deadline for filing; and the
unexpired term extends beyond the flrst Thursday after the
first Tuesday in January following the next general
election, an appointment shall be until the fj.rst Thursday
after the first Tuesday in January following the next
general election, and candidates may file nomination
papers as provided by Iaw for the placing of their names
upon the ballot for election to the unexpired term. If a
vacancy occurs during the term of any director after the
deadline for filing for election, an appointment shall be
until the first Thursday after the first Tuesday in January
following the next general election for which candidates
may file nomj.natj.on papers as provided by Iaw.

At any time a vacancy is to be filled by election
the secretary of the distrlct shall give notice to the
public by publlshing the notice of vacancy, length of term,
and the deadline for filing, once in a ne$/sPaper or
newspapers of general circulation within the district.

Any appointment shall be filed with the
Secretary of state by certified mail.

sec. 3. That original sectiorrs 2-3275 and
70-615, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, are
repealed.
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
