Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

be established and chartered $rithin or for Nebraska by
its respectj.ve' state, grand, supreme, er national- or
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other governing body, and working under a charter or
charters from its respective state, grand, supreme, ornational Iodge, organizatj.on, or other governing body,be and the same are hereby made and declared
corporations within the state under the name and title
desi.gnated in the respectj.ve charters or constitutions
by which name they shall. be capable of suing, and beingsued, of pleading and belng impleaded in the several
courts of this state, the same as natural persons.

Sec. 2. That original section 2\-60A, Rej-ssue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, is repealed.
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
