AN ACT relating to civil disorders; to amend sections
55-176 and 55-177, Reissue Revised Statutes of
Nebraska, 1943; to define terms; to prohibit
certain activities involving firearms or
explosive or incendiary devices as prescribed;
to provide a penalty; to repeal the original
sections; and to declare an emergency.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. As used in this act, unless the
context otherwise requires:

(1) Civil disorder shall mean any publigc
disturbance inyolving acts of violence which causes an
immediate danger of or results in damage or injury_ to
persons or property:

{2) Explosive or incendiarv device shall mean
{a) dynamite and all other forms of high explosives, (b)
any explosive bomb, grenade, missile, or similar device,
and (c) any incendiary bomb or qgrenade firebomb or
similar device, including any device which (i) consists
of or includes a breakable container including a
flammable liquid or compound and a wick composed of any
material which, when ignited is capable of igniting
such_ flammable liquid or compound and __ (ii can be
carried or thrown by one individual acting alone; and

{3) Firearm shall mean any weapon which is
designed tc or may readily be converted to expel any

projectile by the action of an explosive or the frame or
receiver of any such weapon.

Sec. 2. That section 55-176, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read as
follows:

55-313F6- It shall net be tawful fer unlawful
within the boundaries of this state:

(1) For any person to teach or demonstrate to
any other person the use, application, or making of any
firearm or explosive or incendiary device capable of
causing injury or death to persons when such person
knows or has reason to Xknow or intends that such

information or ability will be unlawfully emploved for
use in or in furtherance of a civil disorder: or
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(2) For any person to assemble with one or
more persons for the purpose of training with,
practicing with., or being instructed in the use of any
firearm or explosive or _incendiary device capable _of
causing__injury_or death to persons when such person
intends to unlawfully employ such trainina. practice, or
instruction for use in or in furtherance of a_ civil
disorder. bedy ef men whatever; other ¢han ¢the
regularity erganized Nebrasha Natiena: Guare of the state
and the ¢treeps ef the United Gtates; e asgseeiate
themseilves together as a mititary eompany er
erganizatien; er¥ teo driii er parade with arms within the
limits eof this atate witheut ¢he iicense eof the
Geverner- whieh 1lieense may at any time be reveked;
PROVIBED; students in educatiena: institutiens mays wiEh
the eonsent ef the Gevermer; driil and parade with arms

Sec. 3. That section 55-177, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read as
follows:

55-33%~- Wheever effends against £he
previsiens »®f seetion 55-176 er belongs te eor parades
with eny sueh unautherised bedy of men with arms shati
be euilty oef a Eiass ¥i¥ misdemeaner- Any_person
violating section 2 of this act shall be quilty of a
Class IV felonv.

Sec. 4. That original sections 55-176 and
55-177, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, are
repealed.

IS CIEISHN Since an emergency exists, this act
shall be in full force and take effect, from and after
its passage and approval, according to law.
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
