Passed over the Governor's veto March 14, 1988.

AN ACT relating to counties; to amend section 23-120,
Revised Statutes Supplement, 1986; to change
provisions relating to levies for buildings;
to eliminate certain provisions relating to
limitations on appropriations; and to repeal
the original section.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section. ‘1. That section 23-120, Revised
Statutes Supplement, 1986, be amended to read as
follows:

23-120. (1) The county board shall ereet

acquire, purchase construct renovate remodel
furnish, equip, add to, improve, or etherwise provide a
suitable courthouse, jail, and other neeessary county

buildings and a site or sites therefor and for +hat
purpese such purposes borrow money and issue the bonds
of the county to pay for the same. Agreements entered
into wunder section 24-903 shall be deemed to be in
compliance with this section. The board shall keep such
buildings in repair and provide suitable rooms and
offices for the accommodation of the several courts of
record, Nebraska Workers' Compensation Court or any
judge thereof, Commissioner of Labor for the conduct and
operation of the state free employment service, county
board, county clerk, county treasurer, county sheriff,
clerk of the district court, county superintendent,
county surveyor, county agricultural agent, and county
attorney; if the county attorney shaii hetd holds his or
her office at the county seat; and shall provide
suitable furniture and equipment therefor. All such
courts which desire such accommodation shall be suitably
housed in the courthouse.

general elections, te make an annual levy of not
eneeeding to exceed seventeen and five-tenths cents on
each one hundred dollars upon the actual value of all
the taxable property in the county, except intangible
property, for any of the purposes specified in
subsection (1) of this section. purpese ef previding a
fund fer the ereectien of a ecoeurtheuse er 3jaii; sueh fund
te be used enity in the eenstruetien ef a eeurtheuse or
jai:t er te pay the expenses ef tearing dewn an existing

(b) If a county on the day it first initiates
a project for any of the purposes specified in
subsection (1) of this section had no bonded
indebtedness payable from its general fund levy, the
county board may make an annual levy of not to exceed
five and two-tenths cents on each one hundred dollars
upon the actual value of all the taxable property of the
county, except intangible property, for a project or
projects for any of the purposes specified in subsection
(1) of this section without the filing of a petition
described in subdivision (3)(a) of this section. The
county board shall designate the particular project for
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which such leyy shall be expended, the period of vyears,
which shall not exceed ten, for which the tax will be
levied for such project, and the number of cents of the
levy for each year thereof. The county board may
designate more than one project and levy a tax pursuant
to this section for each such project, concurrently or
consecutively, as the case may be, if the aqgqregate levy
in each year and the duration of each levy will not
exceed the limitations specified in this subsection.
Each levy for a project which is authorized by this
subdivision may be imposed for such duration as shall be
specified by the county board notwithstanding the

contemporaneous existence or subsequent imposition of

any other levy or levies for another project or projects

imposed pursuant to this subdivision and notwithstanding

the subsequent issuance by the county of bonded
indebtedness payable from its general fund levy.

(c) In no case shall the levy of taxes made by
the county board for all purposes, including the taxes
levied herein previded pursuant to this section, fer the
ereetien eor repair of a eeurtheuse or jaiir exceed in
any one year the sum of fifty cents on every one hundred
dollars of the actual value of all the taxable property
of the county, except intangible property. in the event
any eeunty has en hand funds aeeumuiated by a generai
tevy fer eeurtheuse purpeses; saie of eeHnty preperty;
er otherwise; the 1limitatiens en apprepriatiens made
within a ene-year peried eentained in this seetien shaiil
