Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1, That sectj.on 21'-608, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read
as follows:

strait be capable of suing, and being sued, ef pleading-
and being impleaded in the several courts of this state,
the same as natttral Persons-
