AN ACT relating to court records; to amend sections
24-555 and 43-113, Reissue Revised Statutes of
Nebraska, 1943; to change provisions relating
to probate and adoption records; and to repeal
the original sections.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 24-555, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read
as follows:

24-555. The probate record shall eentain a
fuit reecord of all wills: testaments and eediexris; and
the prebate «hereof; petitions; letkers tesktamentary;
letters ef quardianship; letters of administratien; atd
bends and eaths ef eneentors; guardians and
adminzstraterss aii inventoriess appraisemen€ss
publishers!l affidavits preving the publieatien of a
netiece in eempiianee with an erder of the eourt; ¢€he

writken veinntary appearanee of parties; any proeef of
serviece of a netiece made in eemplianee with an erder of
Ehe eourt; objeekiens eor eoether pleadings £iried wikh
referenece te admitting A wiii Eo prebate; sale bilis and
other euhibits and reperts reeeived by £he eenrE
retative £e Ehe settlement oer dispesitien eof eskakess
shewing the ameunt ef ati suweh estates; as shewn by sueh
insEruments; Eegether with a fuil reecord of all eorders;
judgments and preccedings of the eeurt; with the date of
eaeh paper filed ey entry made; and a fuli recerd of altl
determinations ef Ehe ESupreme Eeurt upen appeal or
petition in errer; frem an order of judgment of the
eodnty eedrE- Evidenee shaii net be se recoerded-s Atl
eriginal papers shrail be f£ited and preserved in the
eevrt and eaeh ease shail reeeive a £ite number be
permanently retained on microfilm or in its eriginal
form in accordance with the Records Management Act.
Evidence shall be retained as required by the Supreme
Court.

Sec. 2. That section 43-113, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read as
follows:

43-113. Except as otherwise provided in the
Nebraska Indian Child Welfare Act, a}} papers pertaining
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te the adeptien shall be kept by the eeunty judge as a
permanent reecerd of the eounty eedHrt and withheld frem
inspeetien county court adoption records may not be
inspected by the public and shall be permanently
retained on microfilm or in their original form in
accordance with the Records Management Act. No person
shall have access to such records except on the order of
the county judge of the court in which the decree of
adoption was entered on good cause shown or as provided
in sections 43-138 to 43-140 or 43-146.11 to 43-146.13.

Sec. 3. That original sections 24-555 and
43-113, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, are
repealed.
