fund; to eliminate certaj.n sections declared
unconsti"tutional; to harmonize provisions; and
to repeal the original section, and also
sections 53-117.03 and 53-117. 04, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943'

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That sectiotr 53-101, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read
as follows:

53-101 . Sections 53-101 to 53-1, 121 and
sections 2 to 4 of this act shall be klrown and may be
cited as the Nebraska Liquor Control Act.

Sec- 2- Anv retail licensee shal-l post in a
conspicuous place a slqn which clearlv leads as follows:
warnino: Drinkincf alcoltolic beveraoes drtrincl preqnancv
can cause birth defects. The commission shalI orescribe
the form of suclt warnino siqn and shall make srtch
warnino si.ons available to aII retail licensees-

Sec. 3. The commission mav issrte or provide
to anv I]erson reqrtlated rtnder the Nebraska Liq\tor
Control Act a set of mles and reqrtlations adopted and
promrrloated bv the commission. a copv of tlle Nebraska
Liquor Control Act- and alry other information wllich the
commissior) deems imDortant in tl)e area of Iiqrlor colltroI
in the State of Nebraska- The i.nformation may be
printed in a booklet, a pamplllet, or allv other form the
commi ssion mav determine to be appropri ate - TIle
commission mav ttpdate srtch material as ofLcll as it deems
necessarv and mav cltaroe a fee for the material. The
fee shaII be reasonable atrd shal I not exceed any
reasonable or necessary costs of producino the materj"al
for distribrttion.

Sec. 4. Any monev collected bv the commission
pursuant to section 3 of thi.s act shall be deposited in
the Nebraska Liquor Control Commission Rule and
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Reoulation Cash Eund- which fund is herebv created. The

material referred to in such section- Anv monev in the
fund available for investment shall be invested by the
state i.nvestment officer pursuant to sections 72-1237 to
72-1276.

Sec. 5. That original section 53-101, Reissue
Revi.sed Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, and also sections
53-117.03 and 53-117.04, Reissue Revised Statutes of
Nebraska, 1943, are repealed-
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
