Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 28-37?, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 7943, be anended to read
as follows:

2A-377. Except as otherwiEe provided in
sectlons 2A-376 to 28-380, no peraon, official, or
agency shal} have access to the records relating to
abuse unless in furtherance of purposes directly
connected lrith the administration of the Adult
Protectlve Servlces Act and section 28-726. Persons,
officials, and agencies having access to such records
shall include, but not be linited to:

(1) A Lai, enforcement agency investigating a
report of knorrn or 6u6pected abuse;(21 A county attorney in preparation of an
abuse petition;

(3) A physician who has before him or her a
person r,hom he or she reasonably Buspects may bc abusedi

(4) An agency having the IegaI responsibility
or authorization to care for, treat, or supervise an
abused vulnerable adulta cr tc *EvertiEate a}+egatioag
cf abuacT

(5) Defen6e counsel in preparation of the
defense of a pereon charged $ith abuse; arrd

(6) Any person engaged in bona fide research
or auditinq, except that no infortnation identifying the
Eubjects of the report shall be nade available to the
researcher or auditor. Ihe researcher shall be charged
for any co6ts of such reEearch incurred by the
department at a rate established by rules and
reErulations adopted and promulgated by the departmenti
and
