Section l. All law enforcement or otrer

Sec. 2. That section 29-3002, Revised Statutes Supplement,
1992,be amended to read as follows:

29-3002'. An order sustaining or overruling a motion filed
under se*ior?+3e&f sections 29-3001 to 29-3004 shall be deemed to
be a final judgment, and an appeal may be taken lrom the district court as
provided for in appeals in civil cases. A prisoner may, in the discretion of
the appellate court and upon .application to the appellate court, be
released on such recognizance as the appellate court fixes pending the
determination of the appeal.

Sec. 3. That section 29-3004, Revised Statutes Supplement,
1992, be amended to read as flollows:

29-3004. The district court may appoint not to exceed two
attorneys to represent the prisoners in all proceedings under sections
29-3001 to 29-3004. The district court, upon hearing the application,
shall fix reasonable expenses and [ees, and the county board shall allow
payment to the attorney or attorneys in the lull amount determined by the
court. The attornev or attornevs shall be competent and shall provide
effective counsel.

Sec. 4. That original sections 29-3002 and 29-3004,
Revised Statutes Supplement, 1992, are repealed.
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
