AN ACT relating to museums; to amend section 51-511, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943; to change powers and duties of
museum boards relating to sale of property; and to repeal
the original section.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 51-511, Reissue Revised Statutes of
Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read as follows:

of real estate or other property received in exchange, and the date of the
transaction. All funds derived from such sales shall be deposited in the
museum fund and kept for use by the museum separate and apart from
other funds of the city, village, county, or township as authorized by
section 51-507.

Sec. 2. That original section 51-511, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, is repealed.
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
