AN ACT relating to public assistance; to amend section 68-1019, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943; to authorize and
require limits on services and goods for recipients under the
medical assistance program; to require a report on
initiatives for welfare reform; to provide powers and duties;

and to declare an emergency.
