AN ACT relaLing Lo Lhe came and Parks connissioni to provide for conveyance of
certain described properLy to the county of Buffalo; and Lo grant
Permanent easements.

Be iE enacted by Lhe people of the State of Nebraska,

Seclion 1. The came and Parks Comnission is authorized and directed
Lo convey to the counly of Buffalo for public park purposes/ subject Lo the
condiEions described in section 2 of this act, the following described real
estaLe now known as Ravenna SLaLe Recreation Area, 6itualed j.n Buffalo County,
Nebraska, to wit:

(1) A LracL of land j.n Lhe southwest quarLer of secLion 10 and the
east par! of lhe souLheast quarLer of section 9, townshj.p 12 north, range 14
west of Lhe sj.xLh principal. nerj.dian/ siLuated in Buffalo CounLy, Nebraska,
described as follows: Beglnning aL a poinL 200 feeL easL of the southgrest
corner of the souLhwest quarter of secLion 10, Lownship 12 norLh ranqe 14 west
of sixth prlncipal merj"dian,' thence norLh for a distance of 900 feeLi thence

(3) A strip of land 100 feeL in width siLuated in the southeasL
quarter of the norLheasL quarter of section 16, Lownship 12 north, range 14
west of Lhe sixth prj.ncipal neridian, extending soulhwesterly from lhe easL
line of saj.d secti.on 15 to Lhe norLheasLerly boundary line of Nebraska Slate
HighHay 2, said, sLrip being 50 feet in width, measured at right angles on each
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side of the following described center 1j.ne of forner naj.n track of Lhe
Pleasanton branch of Union Pacific Railroad conpany as formerly consLrucLed
and operaLed: Beginning aL a poinL on the easL line of said section 15 Lhat is
a distance of 1,550 feeL souLh of the norLheast corner of said secLion t6;
thence souLhwesterly along a sLraighL line formj,ng an angle of 46 degrees, 15
ninutes, from south to southwesL vrith the easL line of said secLion 15 for a
disLance of 1,130 feeL, more or Less, Lo a poinL in said northeasLerly
boundary line of exisLing Nebraska SLaLe Highway 2, containing an area of 2.59
acres, ,nore or Iess, j.n Buffalo counLy, Nebraska.

sec. 2. Buffalo county, Nebraska, shalI grant a permanent easenent
across the real esLaLe described in secLion 1 of thi-s acl to Emil J,
oberniller and vicki L. obermiller for Lhe purpose of access to the
obermilterrs property adjacenL to such real estaLe. EmiI J. Obermj.Iler and
Vicki L. obermiller shall granL a pernanent easement on such adjacent real
estate to Buffalo county, Nebraska, and the city of Ravehna, for recreational
trail purposes, on one hundred feet from the northernnost boundary Lo the
souLh and Lhe entire widLh from east to west of such one hundred feet, of Lhe
real estaLe siLuaLed in Buffalo County, Nebraska, and descrj.bed on microfiln
ro11 94, pages 2946 and 2947, j.n the records of the Buffalo county RegisLer of
Deeds.
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
