LB 1332 is the Prepaid Card Consumer Protection Act. 
 
LB 1332 makes it unlawful for a person or entity to charge any fee or place an expiration date on a prepaid card.  When a prepaid card 
has a cash value of $10 or less, the issuer shall redeem the card for cash at the customer’s request.  Violations of the act are subject to 
civil penalties not to exceed $1,000 per violation. 
 
The Attorney General estimates the need for one attorney, one inspector, and additional litigation expenses to address the provisions of 
LB 1332.
