AN ACT to amend sections 81-1321, 81-1322, and 81-1325,
Revised Statutes Sugpplement, 1973, relating to
state employees; to redefine a terrm; to
provide for reinstatement of sick leave; and
to repeal the original sections.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nekraska,

Section 1. That section 81-1321, Revised
Statutes Supplement, 1973, be asended to read as follows:

81-1321. As used in sections 81-1320 to 81-1327,
state employee shall mean any person or officer esployed
Ey the state including the head of any department or
agency, except when such head is a toard or comrission,
and_who works a full-time or _part-time _schedule _op _ap
on=going_kasis.

Sec. 2. That section 81-1322, Revised Statutes
Supplement, 1973, be amended to read as fcllows:

81-1322. For the purpose of sections 81-1320 to
81-1327, any state employee whose employment has Leen
terminated, for other than disciplinary reasons, and wha
returns to state employment within one year fiom the date
of such termination shall have his service for sick leave
entitlerent computed Lty comkininy prior continuous
service with current continuous service disregarding such
period of absence apd _shall have reipstated tc bis sick

leave account _all earped sick leave not used at_the _time

retired or voluntarily tersinated_in lieu of _retirement
shall, if he returns to state employment, ke considered a
new_emplovee for the rurvose of sick leave entitlerent.

Sec., 3. That section 81-1325, Revised Statutes
Supplement, 1973, Lbe amended to read as fcllows:

g1-1325. Fach erployee who 1is eligitle for
retirerent under any existing state or federal retirement
system shall, upon terrination of his employment with the
state bty reason of retirement or voluntary resigynation in
lieu uf retirement, tn-yood-standing; ke entitled to g
gne-time payment of one-fourth of his accumulated unused
sick leave, with the rate of payment tased upcn his
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regular pay at the time of termination or retirement.
ULpon the death of an employee his tLeneficiary shall te
paid one-fourth of his accumrulated wunused =sick leave,
with the rate ot payment tased upon his regular fpay at
the date of his death.

Sec. 4. That original sections R1-1321,

81-1322, and 81-132%, Revised Statutes Surplemrent, 1973,
are regealed.
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
