Be j,t enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 81-8,118. Revised
Statutes SuPplement, 1985, be amended to read as
follows:

81-4,118. To pay the expense of the operation
and enforcement of sections a1-4,1O8 to 81-8,127, Ehe
board shatI, at the time application for registration is
submitted, collect from ttre applicant an examj'natj'on fee
of not less than twenty-five dollars and not more than
seventy-five dollars for 1985 and not more than one
hundrei dollars for 1986 and thereafter as set forth in
the rules or bylaws. If the apPlicant fails to qualify,
tne fee ,snall not be returned but the applicant may be
reexamined, after a period of not less than one year nor
more than two years. with the Payment of a reexamination
fee as set forth in the rules or bylaws' If the
applicant successfully <rualifies. he. or she shall be
iEEistered until ap.:riI 1 of the immediately followinq
6EE]^rmb"red veai- beoinni.o i.

(2) The State Board of Examiners for LandSurveyors shall not renew the certificate ofregistration of any certificate holder who has failed tocomplete the professional development requirementspursuant to subsection (1) of this section, unless he orshe can shov, good cause why he or she was unable tocomply rrith such requirements- If the board determj.nesthat good cause was shohrn, the board shall permit the
-registered surveyor to make up aIl outstanding requiredhours of professional development.(3) A certifi.cate holder mav at any time priorto the termination of hi.s or her reqistration request Ebe classified as inactive. Such inactive reqiitratim
nav be maintained by payment of a bi.ennial fee of not
fegs than'five nor more than fiftv dollars as deteiminslby the board. Holders of inactive certificateJrfreqistratj.on shalI not be reouired to completepfofeFFional development as required in subsection (1)of this section. Holders of inactive certificates ;reprohibited from the practice of land survevinq. If tlteboard determines that an inactive riqistrant hasactivelv practiced Iand surveyino. the board mayimmediately revoke his or her certificate oi
reqi. stration.
