AN ACT relating to discrimination; to prohi-bit
discriminati"on against individuals vith or
suspected of traving trum immuodeficiency
virus infection or acquired imuodeficiency
syndrome as prescribed,- md to auttrorize a
civil action to enforce violations.

Be j.t enacted by the people of ttre State of Nebraska,

Section 1. (1) An enployer shalL not (a)
refuse to hi.re il individual, (t ) dj,scharqe an
individual, or (c) otheruise discriminate against an
individual with respect to compensation or terms,
condi,ti.ons, or privileges of emplo)ment on the basi.s
that the individual- is suffering or is suspected of
suffering from human imuodeficiency virus j.nfection or
acquired immunodeficj.ency syndrome.

(2) A seller or lessor shall not refuse to
seII or lease a dwel-ling as defined in section 20-1O6 to
an j.ndividual on ttre basj.s that the individual, a member
of th6 individualrs fmily, or a lrcrson uho uill be
residing with the individual is suffering or is
suspected of suffering from hum imunodeficiency virus
infection or acquired imuodeficiency syndrome.

(3) A school district shall not deny admission
to a student on the basis ttrat ttre student is suffering
or is suspected of suffering froE hunan imunodeficiency
virus infection or acquired imunodeficiency syndrome.

(4) A place of prrblic accomodation as defined
in section 20-133 shall not deny equal access to suctr
public accommodation on ttre basis that the individual is
suffering or is suspected of suffering fron hman
immtrnodeficiency virus infection or acqulred
i.mmunodeficiency syndrome -

(5) Any individual yho has been discriminated
against in violation of this secti.on Eay file a civj.I
action to enforce this section in the district court of
the county where the discrimination is alleged to have
occurred. Ttre remedy granted by this subsection shall
be in addition to my other remedy provided by law and
shaLl not be interpreted as denying .rny other remdy
provided by lav.

Sec. 2. Actions ottreryise prohibited by
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subsections (1) and (3) of section 1 of this act shall
not constitute a violation of the requirements of such
section if the individual suffering from or suspected of
suffering from human immunodeficiency virus infection or
acquired immunodeficiency syndrome poses a dj-rect threat
to the health or safety of himself, herself, or other
individuals or is unable to perform the duties of the
job he or she is applying for or is employed to perform.
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
