(f) Be the exclusive negotiating and
contracting agency to purchase insurance or risk
management services and, after consultation lrith the
state agency for which the insurance or services are
purchased, enter into such contracts on behalf of the
state and its agencies, officials, and enployees to the
extent deemed necesEary and in the best interest of the
6tate, and authorize payoent for such purchase out of
the appropriate funds created by section 87-8,239.O2;

(q) Deternine whether the state suffered a
loss for which self-insured ProPerty loss funds trave
been created and authorize and adninister Palanents for
such loss from the State Self-Insured ProPerty Eund for
the purpose of rep)"acing or rebuilding state proPerty;

(h) Perforn all duties assigned to the Risk
Manager urtder the Nebraska lforkers' compensation Act and
sections 11-201 to 11-203, 81-8,239.05, 81-8,239'07, and
a4-1603;

(i) Approve the use of risk maDageDent pools
by any department, agency, board, bureau, commission, or
council of the State of Nebraska; and
