LB 885 requires that no insurance policy shall impose a deductible, co-insurance or cost-sharing requirement for lung cancer 
screenings for members aged 50 to aged 80. The effective date is January 1, 2025. 
 
The State of Nebraska employee medical plans cover lung cancer screenings per the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act 
guidelines and the US Preventative Services Task Force.  Screenings for in-network providers are covered at 100% for members. 
There is no fiscal impact to the Department of Administrative Services for state employees’ health plans. 
 
The University of Nebraska System does impose a deductible, co-insurance or cost-sharing requirement for preventative services.  
However, the University does provide plan participants an allowance for coverage of preventative and/or screening services.   
 
Plan members may choose to utilize this allowance for other services and as a result may have to pay some out of pocket expenses for 
the screenings as outlined in the bill.  As a result, there would be incurred costs by the University of Nebraska System for the 
proportionate amount to fully pay for the full costs for the screenings. See the following for breakdown by fund type:
