Summary of purpose and/or change: 

LB 1147 makes a technical change to the way cost-of-living adjustments are calculated 
in the State’s defined benefit plans.  LB 1147 was developed by NPERS in 
consultations with the State Auditor’s office.  

Explanation of amendments, if any: 
The Committee Amendment include the provisions of LB 937 and LB 938.  LB 937 
would require counties and state agencies to ensure that employees are enrolled and 
make required contributions to the retirement system immediately upon becoming an 
employee.  Currently they have 60 days.  LB 938 would allow a beneficiary of a 
member of the County or State Defined Contribution Plan to choose investment 
options.  Currently, beneficiaries do not have the statutory authority to choose 
investment options.
