Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB 27 provides that a city may request the Auditor of Public Accounts to conduct the audit of its
economic development program.

Under the Loca Option Municipa Economic Development Act, each city is required to provide an
annud audit of its economic development program by a qualified private auditing business. Under
LB 27, if aqualified private auditing business cannot be found because of conflicts of interest or other
reasons, the city may request the Auditor to perform such audit.
