Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB 289 changes the e ection procedure for exceeding the tax levy limit.

Current law alows certain political subdivisions and villages to approve alevy in excess of the limits
or the fina levy alocation at a meeting of the residents of the political subdivision or village called
after public notice. At least ten percent of the political subdivision or village congtitutes a quorum for
purposes of taking action to exceed the limits or find levy alocation.

Under LB 289, arecord will be made of the registered voters residing in the political subdivisions or
village who are present at the meeting. The method of voting will protect the secrecy of the ballot.
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Explanation of amendments, if any:
The committee amendment strikes obsolete provisionsin § 77-3444 dealing with special
elections held before October 10, 1998.
