Summary of purpose and/or changestnder current law, a notary public may use ansiramp
seal with his or her initials on it rather than thik or commissioned name and without the
expiration date of the commission.

Legislative Bill 382 amends N.R.S. 864-210 to cleatite requirements for the information that
must be included on the ink stamp seal that eatdrypublic uses to authenticate official acts.
Under LB 382, the seal must include the notary igisohame as commissioned and the date on
which his or her commission will expire.
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The bill also creates an exception for notariedipwthose commissions were issued prior to the
effective date of this act, which indicates thaytimeed not purchase a new seal to conform to
the provisions of this bill until the expiration thfeir commission.
