Summary of purpose and/or changest.B 495 would require employers to allow employ&es
use non-compensated leave prior to using theitablaipaid leave, unless the emplogheoses

to use his or her paid leave first. Currently emgplts may require that employees deplete their
paid leave prior to using non-paid leave.

Violations of this statute will result in a civiepalty of at least $500 per offense. Fines cadhbct
will be remitted to the common schools fund undeticke VII, section 5 of the Constitution.
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Explanation of amendments, if any:
AM 804 The committee amendment rewrites the ebiiteand makes the following changes.

During an employer’s collective bargaining witheddr organization all compensated and
noncompensated leave offered by the employer bkall subject of collective bargaining. The
amendment also reinstates the five hundred dotlarave civil penalty contained in the original
bill and includes distribution of the fines in acdance with Article VII, section 5 of the
Constitution of Nebraska.

LB 495 was recommitted to the Business and Laboni@ittee for Amendment(s). AM 1993
would limit the bill's application to railroad engyers. AM 1993 would sit in place of AM 804.
