original section.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,
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Section 1. (1) Any person desiring to obtain a license from

the State of Nebraska to operate a facility in a residential zone

including, but not limted to, an assisted-living facility, a center

or group hone for the developnentally disabled. an internediate care

facility for the nentally retarded., a nental health center, a

psychiatric or nmental hospital. a rehabilitation hospital., or a

substance abuse treatnent center, shall notify the departnment and:

(a) Any reqgistered neighborhood association whose area of

representation is located in whole or in part within five hundred feet

of the proposed facility; or

(b) If no such association described in subdivision (a) of

this subsection exists, the clerk of the city or village in which such

facility is to be | ocated.

(2) The notification shall consi st of a__notice of
subnission of the application for licensure and a copy of such
application and shall be by registered or certified nmnil. return

recei pt requested, and with postage prepaid.
