LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 162

Introduced by Synowiecki, 7;

PURPOSE: To examine the overall impact of the area agency on aging

programs on the health of the citizens of Nebraska. Nebraska has

eight area agencies on aging across the state that are funded

by the Legislature and funded by Title XX of the federal Social

Security Act.

This study shall determine the importance of area agency

on aging programs in maintaining easily accessible health services

in both the rural and urban areas of Nebraska, the level of funding

necessary to bring programs online or to continue current programs,

and partnerships with other agencies.

In addition, the study should determine whether the

funding provided by the Legislature, as well as federal funding, is

adequate.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE

HUNDREDTH LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:

1. That the Appropriations Committee of the Legislature

shall be designated to conduct an interim study to carry out the

purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of

its study make a report of its findings, together with its

recommendations, to the Legislative Council or Legislature.
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
