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The following constitutes the reasons for this bill and the purposes which are sought to be 
accomplished thereby: 
 
The language of LB 1122 would establish a category of medical assistance required under state 
law which is in addition to the medical assistance required under Title XIX of the federal Social 
Security Act as set forth in section 68-911(1).  The new category would include dental services 
and any other medical assistance as required by law.  An amendment will be offered by the 
introducer limiting the state mandated dental services established by LB 1122 to the dental 
services currently provided by 68-911(2). 
 
Additionally, the purpose of LB 1122 is to review the propriety of a proposed establishment of a 
limit or cap of $1,000 per year for dental services provided under the Medical Assistance Act 
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
