Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB 161 would have created statutory authority for a type of sales tax holiday for consumers of retail goods. Under this
proposed change in current sales tax law, retailers could have advertised a sales tax holiday in which they agreed to pay
the sales tax for the consumers of their products. This could have occurred only on the first weekend in August of each
year. Under this act, the retailers would have been required to pay state and local government the sales tax owed on
the purchase price paid by the consumer.
