Summary of purpose and/or changes:

LB 208 would add to the list of Fraudulent Insurance Acts found under 28-631 and 44-6604 of the Nebraska Statutes,
"that knowingly and with the intent to defraud or deceive by providing false information to an insurer regarding the
number, location, or classification of employees in order to reduce premiums charged for workers' compensation
insurance coverage shall be a violation of the Act."

A violation of this section under Sec. 28-631 is a Class IV felony (5yrs/$10,000/Both)
