Summary of purpose and/or changes:
Legislative Bill 727 would amend section 24-730 to authorize the Supreme Court to enhance compensation for retired
judges serving temporary duty.  Under the bill, the Supreme Court may give retired judges a stipend in addition to their
daily compensation when they consent to serve a minimum number of days annually and are appointed to serve.  The
temporary duty is also referred to as "extended service" in the bill.  The amount of the stipend would be determined by
the Supreme Court.
