The following constitutes the reasons for this bill and the purposes which are sought to be 
accomplished thereby: 
 
 
LB 942 would authorize the Liquor Control Commission to issue a “special shipping permit,” 
which would allow the holder of the permit to ship wine, beer or spirits into the state for the 
limited purpose of tastings and festivals.  A holder of a “special shipping permit” would make 
the shipment directly to a person holding a “special designated license.”   The holder of the 
“special shipping permit” would be liable for all excise taxes.  A “special shipping permit” shall 
not be issued to a manufacturer that already holds another license in the state of Nebraska.  The 
“special shipping permit” shall be valid only for the time period designated for the special event 
as specified on the “special designated license” and shall not exceed $50.
