Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB 1155 increases the penalty for a 4th or greater offense of driving with a suspended or revoked license.

The bill amends sec. 60-4,108 to create a separate provision for a 4th or subsequent offense of driving with a
suspended, revoked, or impounded license to be a Class | misdemeanor (max 1 year/$1000). As part of the judgment,
the court is required to revoke the person's license for 2 years. Current law treats a similar offense as a Class Il
misdemeanor.

In addition, the bill amends sec. 60-4,110 to include a 4th or greater offense of driving with a suspended or revoked
license as a violation that requires impoundment of the arrested driver's vehicle for 10 to 30 days.
