Summary of purpose and/or changes:
LB 171 changes fees for services performed by the Secretary of State including notary public, a debt management
business, and a truth and deception examiners license.  With this bill, the specific amounts charged for these licenses
and renewals are eliminated and replaced with language requiring the Secretary of State to establish fees not to exceed
the actual cost of administering the services.
