Summary of purpose and/or changes:

LB 775 allows a local, state, or federal law enforcement agency in connection with an investigation and independent
contractors whose expertise is utilized by the Auditor of Public Accounts during an audit to have access to working
papers and audit files prepared for a specific audit. Currently, working papers are only disclosed to a county attorney or
Attorney General in connection with an investigation or to the Legislative Performance Audit Committee.

The bill also provides that any independent contractor who knowingly divulges any record or document not permitted to
be disclosed under law is subject to criminal penalties.
