The NJSDP is currently a joint pilot program administered by the Office of Probation Administration with funding by the Department of
Health and Human Services. Under this bill the children served by the pilot projects would not become state wards under the
Department of Health and Human Services. Probation and HHS have almost identical costs per day which includes frontline staff and
services. The staff and service costs of $7,091,355 in Probation will be covered through a transfer of funding from HHS. Therefore, the
only additional General Fund impact from this bill is a one-time cost of $226,750 for the NJSDP evaluation done by the University of
Nebraska Medical Center’s College of Public Health.

(1) The Legislative Fiscal Office (LFO) understands that the Supreme Court - Probation Administration calculated this amount by using
650 juveniles per year for Douglas County.

(2) LFO understands that the Supreme Court - Probation Administration calculated this amount by using 115 juveniles per year for
Judicial District #11 which includes the following counties: Hooker, Thomas, Arthur, McPherson, Logan, Keith, Perkins, Lincoln,
Dawson, Chase, Hayes, Frontier, Gosper, Dundy, Hitchcock, Red Willow, and Furnas.
