SENATOR R. LEWIS: Yes Mr. President. The new hearing date
will February 7th, same cormittee, LB 268.

P RESIDENT: Thank you . Pr o c eed Mr. C l e r k .

CLERK: Mr. President • the Executive Board gives notice
of a hearing this morning after the adJournment of this
mornings session. Signed, Senator Mahoney, Chairman.

Mr. President, Constitutional Revision gives notice of
committee hearing. Signed, Senator Syas, Chairman.

Mr. President, Education gives notice of committee hearings,
Signed, Senator Lewis, Chairman. Two notices of committee
hearings, signed, Senator Lewis, Chairman.

Mr. President, I move that the Rules be suspended and that
Legislative Resolution 1 be adopted. Signed, Senator Swigart.

PRESIDENT: Chair recognizes Senator Swigart.

SENATOR SWIGART: Mr. Cheirman and fellow Senators, I was
unaware of the Rules at the beginning of this month, when
I was inagurated and did not know that when you int=oduce
a resolution that you must take the initiative to follow
up and to see to it that it is passed on within five days.
Not recognizing the Rules I let it pass beyond that five
days and now I understand I would have to initiate it all
over again. I wondered if my colleagues would agree to
suspend the Rules. To have the Clerk read a resolution
pertaining to starvation and adopt it. If so I move that
the Rules be suspended. I guess you have that don't you.

PRESIDENT: Alright. The question is shall the Rules be
suspended for purposes of allowing Senator Swigart to have
this resolution considered. Any further discussion? Record
your vote . Ha v e you vo ted? Record the vote Mr. Clerk.

CLERK: 3 0 ayes, 3 nays, 16 not v o t i n g .

PRESIDENT: The Rules ar e s u spended.

CLERK: That was on the motion to suspend the Rules.
