Now you can talk about the other incident.. . t he
other issues incident to that one which is the relationship
of the farmer and the hunter and a whole host of other
things which are also valid but I don't know how much
experience the Sportsmen Club or Senator Syas wants, and
I do not intend to make an emotional argument out of this,
but I don't know how many fatalities they want. For me,
one was enough. With that, Mr. President, I would urge
the body to place the bill on General File.
